3. Minutes of last meeting-dated August 9

4. Matters Arising

The Committee noted the Terms of Reference for the Pacific Church Sub-Committee. The group will consist of Rev Tavake Tupou, Rev Mika Faamausili, Ika Tameifuna, Dr Debbie Ryan with support provided by Tony Brown. 

5. Ministry of Pacific Island Affairs

Frank Stowers, Kevin Thomsen and Sai Lealea  from the Ministry of Pacific Island Affairs and Rachel Enosa from the MoH, presented the MPIA Programmes of Action to the Committee. The POA was produced as part of an extensive nationwide consultation process with Pacific communities and intersectoral cooperation led by the MPIA and is an intersectoral approach to capacity building.

The presentation provided an overview of the POA and an update on the implementation and milestones for the Health sector. More than 5000 Pacific peoples in eight pilot regions and 30 government agencies participated in the process and the production of eight regional Programmes of Action. The regions are: South Auckland, West Auckland, Auckland City, North Shore, Christchurch, Hutt Valley, Porirua and Hamilton.

The POA’s were presented to Cabinet in February 2001 and is to be implemented throughout the community with monitoring by Community Reference Groups. These groups have been established by the MPIA and have the potential to provide a forum to whom other sectors can consult, including health.

The DHB’s were not consulted on the POA’s, however, MPIA officials stated that they had been working with the MoH. The Committee expressed interest in the Community Reference Groups as a possible vehicle to enable communication and consultation with the different sectors.

6. Population Based Funding 

Presentation by Dr Gary Jackson

Dr Gary Jackson presented an overview of the Population Based Funding Formula. This involved the history around the PBFF and how the formula is calculated. Key issues facing Counties Manukau were discussed and the importance of moving towards a more equitable formula. 

Counties Manukau have put forward a submission to the MoH on the proposed Interim PBFF outlining key issues and recommendations highlight issues of importance to CMDHB.  Feedback from the MoH is expected in the next two weeks.

7. CPHAC update

Dr Siro Fuatai provided an update from the last CPHAC meeting and spoke about the discussion with Chris Mules on Pacific representation on the Northern Region Capitation project, and the importance of Pacific input in ensuring quality care to Pacific people.
